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* After the Honourable Prime Minister warned the nation about the second wave of the COVID-19
pandemic in Bangladesh this winter, district administrators became vigilant to maintain health
guidelines. These cautionary steps by the local administration caused a sharp rise in awarding fines,

arrest, and detention of people who did not wear masks in public places from 15 till 28 November. A Fi ne / P ena Ity / Pu n i Sh m ent

total of 1752 people were slapped with fines and 14 people were arrested and/or detained on different
terms, which is less compared to the 83 detentions and/or arrests of 8 to 14 November.
