Police arrested a college teacher for spreading rumor at 'Facebook', posting a fake video that a family committed suicide

out of hunger over Covid-19, from Naogaon district town.
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*Eg. Mobile court fined a government official (Family planning inspector) in Sonargaon Upazila, Narayangaj

allegedly for organizing marriage ceremony by violating the quarantine order. Two days later, he was

temporarily suspended.

*Eg: Locals confiscated 390 sacks of illegally stocked OMS relief rice in Ghatail, Tangail. Mobile court arrested

one auto driver for carrying the illegal shipment. . .

*Eg: Police detained hundreds of workers on the entrance highway road of Khagrachari and immediately send

them to quarantine centre.

Verbal Abuse/ Social Stigma

Parishad member threatened the family not to do the rituals in Sunamganj.
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*Eg. A teenage boy died in the isolation unit of a hospital in
Bogura with COVID-19 symptoms. A sample has been
collected from his body to confirm the case.

*Eg. A Sexagenerian has died of Coronavirus symptoms in
Shariatpur district. The person did not take medical advice
from a doctor for the fear of being tested CORONA positive.
*Eg. Four persons died of Coronavirus symptoms in

different parts of the country.
